GREAT AMERICAN/USDF QUALIFYING CLASSES

Qualifying classes will run concurrently with the highest test of each level and
do not require a separate ride. Specify the division (Open, AA, J/Y), Q for
Qualifying and add $10 to class fee on entry. Qualifying classes are not pinned.

ENTRIES

One horse per entry blank per show. All entries must include payment in full to
“Horse Sports by the Bay” and be mailed with completed entries to Secretary
with postmark by closing date of JUNE 18, 2008. Each competitor is responsible
for supplying management with a valid Coggins and correct association
numbers (USDF/USEF) for horse, owner, rider/handler, and trainer. The scores
of competitors who fail to supply correct numbers may not be counted toward
national awards. Registry papers must be provided for horses entering IBC
classes. Entries accepted on a first come, first served basis until shows are
filled after which a waiting list will be established. Entries received after the
closing date pay a $25 post entry fee per show if space is available. A
processing fee of $100 plus collection fees will be charged for non-negotiable
checks. Mail to: Dressage by the Bay 4500 East Allen Road Howell, MI 48855.

OFFICE FEES

A fee of $25/show will be charged to each entry for office, NIGHT WATCH,
medical personnel, and schooling. Any changes to the entries after closing will
result in an additional $10 CHANGE FEE per entry change.

REFUNDS

Cancellations prior to or on closing date receive full refund less office fee. No
stall fees will be refunded after the closing date. After closing date, 50% of
class entry fees refunded only on receipt of a signed Veterinarian’s/Doctor
Certificate. Should Management have to cancel classes/divisions that can not
be rescheduled due to inclement weather and/or any other emergency there is
no refund on entry fees.

NO SHOWS
All “no shows"” that have not contacted the show office will be considered a
scratch for the rest of the show and ride times may be filled from waiting list.



AWARDS

Divisions (Open, AA, J/Y) may run concurrently as one class but all will be
pinned separately. Ribbon and prize awarded to first place. Ribbons awarded to
sixth place. All ribbons and awards must be picked up by the end of the show.

CHAMPIONSHIPS

Championship Ribbons and Prize plus Reserve Championship Ribbons awarded
to the Open, AA, and J/Y highest percentage score and second highest
percentage score at each level, Introductory through Fourth and FEL.
Horse/rider combinations must have competed in at least two classes of the
same level to be eligible. Freestyle scores do not count toward championships.

FREESTYLE

CD’s must be clearly labeled with entry nhame, nhumber, and music directives
and delivered to show office 24 hours prior to ride for sound check. A copy of a
qualifying test must be included with entry.

ARENAS

Warm up and two 20m x 60m outdoor arenas located in the Van Kampen Ring
are all weather sand/limestone mix. Separate sand/limestone arena by Stabling
available for lungeing. In hand classes also held in Van Kampen Ring on Wed.

STABLING

Stalls are $150 and are available Tuesday at 11AM through Sunday at 9PM.
Limited “Breed Show Only” stalls are $75 and are available Tuesday at 11AM
through Thursday at 9AM. All stalls are 10 x 10 temporary under canvas and
have doors. No initial bedding provided. ALL STALLS ARE NON REFUNDABLE
AFTER CLOSING DATE. No smoking and No Parking in the barn area.

ADDITIONAL STABLING
Early Arrivals are only accepted if authorized by Management. Early Arrival
Stalls will be available by Monday 11AM. Additional days are $25/stall.

PADDOCKS

A very limited number of paddocks will be available to rent for a weekly fee of
$350. All Paddocks are reserved on a first come first served basis. PAYMENT
MUST ACCOMPANY ENTRY FOR REQUEST TO BE HONORED!!!

FEED/BEDDING

All bedding prepaid on entries will be delivered to stabling prior to show. On
grounds feed and bedding orders will need to be placed and paid for with Ben
Fairclough, the Stable/Feed Manager by 12 noon each day. Shavings $8/bag.

GROUNDS FEE
A $25/day fee will be charged for all entries showing out of a trailer, including
on days of schooling. A Designated Area will be assigned for all ship-ins.

MANAGEMENT

Management reserves the right to combine, split, cancel, or change the classes
based on subscription. Management reserves the right to refuse, accept
conditionally and to cancel any entry, disqualify exhibitor(s), prohibit exhibition
of entries and cancel awards of prizes without claims for damages. HORSE
SPORTS BY THE BAY, Inc, its employees & sponsors, Dean Rheinheimer,
Alexandra Rheinheimer, or FLINTFIELDS HORSE PARK/BATES HORSE PARK,
LLC will NOT be responsible in any way for loss or damage, to any persons,
animals, or property or equipment that may be caused by any horse or pony
entered by Exhibitor or due to the carelessness or negligence of the person or
persons in charge of such horse or pony or their subordinates. This shall be
condition of entry to the show and show grounds.

SCHOOLING

All horses on the grounds must have an entry form, complete with all
signatures and a valid Coggins, on file in the office prior to schooling, including
non-showing horses. Schooling is permitted in the show rings on Tuesday until
7pm, weather and conditions permitting. An EMT will be on grounds. Horses
must wear their show numbers while schooling. Hand walking only is allowed
in the show arenas on the mornings of competition. All other schooling
sessions will be added at the discretion of Show Management. Lungeing in the
warm up arena is allowed up to 1 hour prior to start of competition and after
competition ends until dark. Stable Area Lungeing Ring is available 24hrs. No
Lungeing in the Round Pens or in the show arenas at any time.

RIDE TIMES

Tentative ride times will be posted at www.horsesportsbythebay.com and at
the show office. Tentative times are subject to change. Official times must be
confirmed at the show office. It is the competitor’s responsibility to inform
management of scheduling conflicts as soon as ride times are available. All
horses must wear numbers when ridden or exercised.

NON-SHOWING HORSES
There will be a $50 fee/show for each non-showing horse. Horses must be
registered on an entry form with show secretary and stabling manager.

FOOD/VENDORS
Food concessions and vendor shops will be available during show operations.

LEASH LAW
All dogs must be on a leash at all times or owners will be subject to fine.



HEALTH REQUIREMENTS

Michigan law requires a negative EIA test that has been drawn within the
calendar year or past 30 days for all horses being transported into the state.
Current and valid Coggins must be presented to Show Secretary with entries to
complete entry. Numbers will not be issued without verification.

MEDICAL WASTE

Due to Federal Regulations, all medical waste must be separated. Receptacles
are provided by HORSE SHOWS BY THE BAY for disposal of hypodermic
needles in all aisles. Failure to use them will result in a $100 fine. Please do
not mix with manure waste or trash cans.

CANADIAN EXHIBITORS
The legend “US Funds” must be pre-printed on the face of all Canadian checks
drawn on Canadian Banks to pay entry and stall fees.

PARKING
Horse Trailers and Cars must park in designated areas only. ABSOLUTELY NO
Parking in the Barn Areas. Repeat offenders will be fined. NO ACCEPTIONS!

GOLF CARTS
A Full Service Golf Cart Company will be on show grounds for golf cart rental.
Call Kodiak Equipment at 888-746-0800 for advance reservations.

MOTORIZED VEHICLES

GR 1301.7: Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them
to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be
permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind including, but not limited
to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles on competition
grounds. Minors with valid temporary licenses may operate vehicles as long as
they are accompanied by an adult with a valid license. Violations of this rule
will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s)
who are responsible for the child committing the offense. Penalties may
include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the
competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges being
filed against any of the above individuals in accordance with Chapter 7.
Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with
disabilities are exempt from this rule.

NON-SHOW FARRIERS & ALL OTHER SERVICE PERSONNEL

All Service orientated personnel including Farriers, Braiders, Veterinarians,
Massage Therapists, photographers, etc., other than OFFICIAL contracted
providers MUST check in at the STABLE office to obtain permission to the show
grounds and to receive a parking pass. Any persons found without credentials
will be considered trespassing and asked to leave.
